Each year the PCC allocates 10% of its annual income for charitable donations. The Charities and Links Committee decides which charities to support and ensures the money is forwarded to them. It allocates the money as evenly as possible between charities in the UK and charities overseas, trying to maintain continuity for many of the recipients and giving priority to church agencies.

Donations amounting to £9000 were given direct from parish income. In addition, we raised £2887 from the diocesan Lent Appeal and special plate collections at Harvest and Christingle services, bringing our total donations for the year to £11,887. Full details of our parish giving are displayed on the charities notice board in church. 

At Harvest Festival we collected dry food and toiletries for the Upper Room, a community project supporting vulnerable adults and children in the Hammersmith area of west London. 

Awareness and prayer are as important as the money and goods that we give. Articles in The Spire and inclusion in intercessions both help to create a better understanding of the charities we support.

There is always scope for charitable fundraisers. The committee hosted an enjoyable Quiz Night for Christian Aid in April 2008, raising about £400.

Ideas for special events to raise funds for our charitable giving are always welcome, as are new members for the committee. So do please talk to us.

Our collective giving is an important part of our Christian witness and fellowship and of great importance to those we support. The knowledge and friendships we gain contribute so much to our own Christian journey.
