REPORT ON ST. JAMES’ CHURCH HALL 2008


The Hall is increasingly used for outside casual lets and functions and regular bookings as well as for occasions in our church fellowship.  The number of those who come for coffee and tea after the morning service on Sundays is growing - newcomers enjoy the welcome they find.  It is also an occasion for fellowship and networking by those who keep St. James running!


The Hillpark Nursery School continues to use the Hall every morning during the week and sometimes the Upper Room also.  The number of casual lets for 2007 totalled 94, a good increase over 2006, especially in the months of August, September and October.  The regular lets now include yoga classes, a bridge group and children’s drama group,  and the Hampton Hill Photographic Society.  The Pelargonium Society, long-standing users continue to hire the Hall once a month.    Dragon Drama,  (children’s drama workshops) regularly use the Hall every half term and school holiday and this produces a good income.


The rates for hiring the Hall were increased to commence on lst January, 2008:

casual lets £22 per hour; regular bookins £17 - £19 per hour.


An income and expenditure account for 2007 prepared by David Taylor shows a healthy increase in income over the previous year.


Due to the great usage of the Hall and wear and tear, it has been decided to completely redecorate the Hall during the summer school holidays.
