HAMPTON DEANERY SYNOD
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The Deanery Synod has met three times in the past year.  The first meeting took place on 3 June 2009 at St Stephen’s, East Twickenham.  The Area Dean, Revd Derek Winterburn, introduced the new Bishop of Kensington who spoke on the question ‘Can a Deanery Synod be an inspiration and resource for mission?’  He concluded that the purpose of a Deanery Synod is to lift the ‘encouragement level’ of the work of the Church across the local area.
The second meeting was held at St Mary’s, Hampton, on 1 October 2009.  The guest speakers were Dr John Mander of the Open University (OU) and Prof Arthur Burns of King’s College, London. They provided a fascinating insight into the progress of the OU project on the history of churches in London.
The final meeting on 26 January 2010 at St Mary’s, Teddington, was addressed by Gilly Hollis, an employment consultant, on the subject of ‘Ministry in a time of recession’.
At each meeting the incumbent of the host church gave a brief ‘parish profile’.  We have received news about the appointment of church school governors and Common Fund matters, in addition to reports on current vacancies in the Deanery.  

All three meetings have been both challenging and thought-provoking and have brought members up-to-date with developments locally, in the diocese and the wider Church.
